to unleash the true potential of this uncompromising car as you master steep 

ascents and descents, spectacular side risers and drives through water and mud.

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Itinerary

Day 1
You will fly from Germany to Turin or make your own way 

to the meeting point at Turin Airport. Taking charge of the 

Touaregs, you will leave the airport at around midday on 

a drive across spectacular mountain passes to Val d’Isère. 

There are lots of outstanding tracks covering many square 

kilometres right near this small village, so you’re bound 

to find your ultimate off-road experience. After all, that’s 

why you’re here. A stylish and comfortable hotel awaits 

you in the town centre. You will be given intensive off-

road training at the hotel to prepare you for the next few 

days and the specific challenges posed by the terrain. An 

exclusive evening meal with several courses will then be 

served in the hotel restaurant.

Day 2
Today sees the start of a driving experience that will 

enable you to see the world from completely new perspec-

tives. Straight after breakfast, you will take the Touaregs 

up to an altitude of over 2,000 metres – an ideal location 

for intense off-road experiences. Prepare yourself for an 

exciting few hours familiarising yourself with technology 

which you would rarely need to use on road. One of the 

first challenges for drivers and vehicles is steep ascents 

and descents in breathtaking surroundings. You will then 

try your hand at extreme side risers, and tackle water 

and mud, as well as unexpected natural phenomena. The 

hearty picnic at lunchtime will give you the chance to 

recharge your batteries, served at a traditional location 

with a great Alpine panorama. 
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
